INTRODUCTION

The Homoeopathy Central Council Act, 1973 (59 of 1973), which was enacted to provide for the constitution of
a Central Council of Homoeopathy and the maintenance of a Central Register of Homoeopathy and for matters
connected therewith, has been replaced by the National Commission for HomoeopathyAct, 2020 (15 of 2020).

Though the NCH Act, 2020 was enacted on the 20™ Septmber, 2020. The Commission could not be setup
immediately under the said Act since the appointment of Members of said Commission and recruitment of staff for
the Secreatariat to the Commission was taking some more time.The Central Govt. notified the provisions of specific
sections Section 3, 4, 5, 6, 8, 11, 18, 19, 20, 21, 54 and 55 of the NCH Act into force vide notification dated 7"
October, 2020. The remaining sections of the Act came into force vide notification dated 5* July, 2020.

Thereafter, the Central Government, by notification dated 05.07.2021, constitutedthe National Commission for
Homoeopathy (NCH), to exercise the powers conferred upon, and to perform the functions assigned to it, under
NCH Act 2020. The NCH Act, 2020 which, extends to the whole of India and came into force on 05.07.2021 in
repealing the HCC Act 1973. The Central Council of Homoeopathy stand dissolved and the Board of Governors
vacated the office.

The Commission has the edict by NCH Act 2020, to provide for a medical education system that improves
access to quality and affordable medical education, ensures availability of adequate and high quality Homoeopathy
medical professionals in all parts of the country; that promotes equitable and universal healthcare that encourages
community health perspective and makes services of Homoeopathy medical professionals accessible and affordable
to all the citizens; that promotes national health goals; that encourages Homoeopathy medical professionals to adopt
latest medical research in their work and to contribute to research; that has an objective periodic and transparent
assessment of medical institutions and facilitates maintenance of a Homoeopathy medical register for India and
enforces high ethical standards in all aspects of medical services; that is flexible to adapt to the changing needs and
has an effective grievance redressal mechanism and for matters connected therewith or incidental thereto.

OBJECTIVES OF THE COMMISSION
The main objectives of the Commission are:

(i) Improve access to quality and affordable medical education in Homoeopathy,

(i) Ensure availability of adequate and high quality Homoeopathy medical professionals in all parts of the
country.

(iii) Promote equitable and universal healthcare that encourages community health perspective and makes services
of Homoeopathy medical professionals accessible and affordable to all the citizens.

(iv) Promotes national health goals.

(v) Encourage Homoeopathy medical professionals to adopt latest medical research in their work and to contribute
to research.
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(vi) Objectively access& inspect medical institutions periodically in a transparent manner;

(vii) Maintain a Homoeopathy medical register for India
(viii) Enforce high ethical standards in all aspects of medical services.
(ix) Have an effective grievance redressal mechanism.

COMPOSITION OF COMMISSION:

The Commission is a body corporate by the nameNational Commission for Homoeopathy, having perpetual
succession and a common seal, with power, subject to the provisions of NCH Act2020.The Commission consists of
the following persons, namely a chairperson, seven ex-officio members and nineteen part-time members.

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Functions of Commission:

a) Laydown policies for maintaining a high quality and high standards in education of Homoeopathy and make
necessary regulations in this behalf.

b) Lay down policies for regulating medical institutions, medical researches and medical professionals and
make necessary regulations in this behalf.
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c) Assess the requirements in healthcare, including human resources for health and healthcare infrastructure
and develop a road map for meeting such requirements.

d) Frame guidelines and lay down policies by making such regulations as maybe necessary for the proper
functioning of the Commission, the Autonomous Boardsand the State Medical Councils of Homoeopathy.

h) Make regulations to ensure observance of professional ethics in Medicalprofession and to promote ethical
conduct during the provision of care by medicalpractitioners.

i) Frame guidelines for determination of fees and all other charges in respect of fifty per cent of seats in
private medical institutions and deemed to be Universitieswhich are governed under the provisions of this
Act.

7 Exercise such other powers and perform such other functions as may beprescribed.

k) Besides The Commission shall conduct National Eligibility-cum-Entrance Test in English and in such other
languages for under gradutatecourses in Homoeopathy, through such designated authority and in such manner,
as may be specified by regulations.

I) The Commission shall conduct National Exit Test for Homoeopathy in English and in such other languages,
through such designated authority and in such manner as may be specified by regulations.

m) The Commission shall conduct National Entrance Test for admission to postgraduate courses in English and
in such other languages, through such designated authority and in such manner, as may be specified by
regulations.

n) The Commission shall conduct National Teachers’ Eligibility Test for Homoeopathy through such designated
authority and in such manner as may be specified by regulations.

Regulations of the National Commission for Homoeopathy:

As per Section 59, “Not with standing the repeal of the Homoeopathy Central Council Act 1973, the educational
and medical standards, requirements and other provisions of the Homoeopathy Central Council Act, 1973 and the
rules and regulations made thereunder shall continue to be in force and operate till new standards or requirements
are specified under the Act or the rules and regulations made thereunder:
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Provided that anything done or any action taken as regards the educational and medical standards and requirements
under the enactment under repeal and the rules and regulations made thereunder shall be deemed to have been done
or taken under the corresponding provision of this Act and shall continue in force accordingly unless and until
superseded by anything or by any action taken under this Act.

The Central Government may take such measures, as may be necessary, for the smooth transition of the dissolved
Central Council of Homoeopathy to the corresponding new Commission under this Act.”

Rajbhasha Pakhwada & related workshops:-

Rajbhasha Pakwada form 14™ to 29" September, 2021 was celebrated by the National Commission for
Homoeopathy.

Monthly, Quarterly and Annual Reports were sent on regular basis to Central Vigilance Commission and to
Ministry of Ayush on Vigilance matters. No cases disciplinary case was pending or contemplated as on 31.03.2022.

Public Grievances:

Total 98 new public grievances were received and the total 104 number of grievances resolved/disposed which
included past year pending grievances too. No case was pending over and above the required disposal period i.e. 60
days.

Growth of Homoeopathy Education System

Total 259 Homoeopathy Medical Institutions affiliated to 52 universities which include 9 new colleges which are
permitted to take admission for the year 2021-22, with intake capacity of 20233 undergraduate students and 1603
post graduate students in 2021-22 in UG & PG homoeopathy courses respectively all over India.

Medical Students Knowledge and Perception of Educational Environment in Homoeopathy Medical
Colleges in India-A Survey

National Commission for Homoeopathy is in process of revising regulations, but one of our main drawbacks
felt was lack of students’ perceptions or feedback about the educational atmosphere in our institutions.
Objective of the survey was to assess medical student’s knowledge and perception of educational environment
in Homoeopathy Medical Colleges in India.

Questionnaire (n=25) was developed keeping in view the essential aspects of BHMS curriculum, introduction
of new subjects, perception of research, pattern of examination etc. Students who are currently pursuing
BHMS and MD in HMCs were eligible for this survey. Online portal was developed by Commission for
student’s registration to fill the questionnaire. Total 25295 students registered on Commission portal while
20273 (80%) students participated in survey. Analysis showed, most choose method to understand the
subject was ‘Clinical demonstrations on a patient’ 12291 (60.62), most effective way to train the student was
‘case presentation to physician’ 12291(60.6%). Similarly when asked is research important in medical
education, 12615 (62.2%) felt that research should be part of curriculum & 8898 (43.8%) said that they have
no idea about how to do research. When asked about purpose of introducing syllabus on modern pharmacology,
11674 (57.5%) said ‘to get knowledge to better manage patients which are already taking allopathic medicines’.
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3.

The present study revealed that all the groups of students perceived their learning environment positively.
Implementing more problem-based learning, student counselling and workshops on teaching-learning for
educators might enable us to remedy and enrich our learning environment.

RESEARCH DEVELOPMENT IN HOMOEOPATHY MEDICAL COLLEGES

A. “Training in Clinical Research Methods for Homoeopathy academia and Homoeopathic Post-graduates”

Virtual training was conducted by Homoeopathy Education Board

Aim of this training program was to encourage & enlighten the clinical research methods knowledge of the
postgraduate students in view of synopsis and dissertation.

Training conducted with participation of about 2395 PG students and approx. 600 PG faculties from 60 PG
colleges all over India.

CCRH resource persons dedicated their time for 12 days of training scheduled on virtual mode.

All the colleges participated with large screen arrangements at their end to facilitate the students for better
audiovisual effect of training.

Two thousand three hundred ninety five (75%) students attempted MCQ evaluation at the end of each day
of training on various research topics. 1763 (74%) students were from MD part I and 632 (26%) were of
MD part II.

In MCQ evaluation, total 2349 (98%) students informed that training will help them in their synopsis and
dissertation whereas 288 students requested such training on regular basis.
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The Central Government has constituted Medical Assessment and Rating Board for Homoeopathy (MA&RBH)
under clause 18 (1) of National Commission for Homoeopathy Act, 2020 to perform the objective of periodic and
transparent assessment of medical institutions imparting Homoeopathy Education, to ensure a medical education
system that improves access to quality and affordable educational institutions and make services of medical
professionals accessible and inexpensive to all the citizens.

1) Grant of permission for establishment of a new medical institution or to start any post-graduate course or to
increase number of seats.

Medical Assessment and Rating Board for Homoeopathy or the Commission is considering the following standards
of Homeopathic Medical institutions for permission matter:

e adequacy of infrastructure and financial resources
e whether adequate academic faculty, non-teaching staff and other necessary

e facilities have been provided to ensure proper functioning of medical institution or would be provided within

Scheme/application is disapproved or where no order is passed within the stipulated time, the person concerned
can make an appeal to the Commission within fifteen days of such disapproval. Further, a second appeal can be
made to the Central Government within seven days of communication of such disapproval on appeal.

Permission for establishment of Homoeopathic Medical Colleges

MARBH is empowered to grant permission toestablish a new medical institution or start any post-graduate
course or increase number of seats if the College fulfils the statutory requirements specified in the MSR regulations
as per NCH Act 2020 with regard to the standards of education and research, the standards and norms for infrastructure
and faculty, the guidelines on setting up of medical institutions and other requirements determined by the Homoeopathy
Education Board.

Permission for annual student intake in existing Homoeopathic Medical Colleges

During the academic year 2021-22 due to massive outbreak of COVID 19 in almost all areas of the India
physical inspection at the Colleges were suspended and online information of the profile and performances were
called for through a Part 1 information Performa with affidavits of the teachers and indemnity Bonds from the
Colleges. The information received online has been verified at MARBH for fulfilment of MSR requirements and
accordingly permission was released for the academic year 2021-22.

We have audited the attached Balance Sheet of Central Council of Homoeopathy (Council), (now National
Commission for Homoeopathy, w.e.f. 5% July, 2021), at 31 March 2021, the Income & Expenditure Account and
Receipts & Payments Account for the year ended on that date under Section 20(1) of the Comptroller & Auditor
General’s (Duties, Powers & Conditions of Services) Act, 1971. The audit has been entrusted for the period up
to 2019-20 to 2023-24. These financial statements are the responsibility of the Council’s management. Our
responsibility is to express an opinion on these financial statements based on our audit.

This Separate Audit Report contains the comments of the Comptroller & Auditor General of India (CAG) on the
accounting treatment only with regard to classification, conformity with the best accounting practices, accounting
standards and disclosure norms etc. Audit observations on financial transactions with regard to compliance with
the Law, Rules & Regulations (Propriety and Regularity) and efficiency-cum-performance aspects, etc., if any,
are reported through Inspection Report/CAG’s Audit Reports separately.

We have conducted our audit in accordance with auditing standards generally accepted in India. These standards
require that we plan and perform the audit to obtain reasonable assurance about whether the financial statements
are free from material misstatements. An audit includes examining on a test basis, evidences supporting the
amounts and disclosures in the financial statements. An audit also includes assessing the accounting principles
used and significant estimates made by management, as well as evaluating the overall presentation of financial
statements. We believe that our audit provides a reasonable basis for our opinion.

Based on our audit, we report that:

1) We have obtained all the information and explanations, which to the best of our knowledge and belief were
necessary for the purpose of our audit:

i) The Balance Sheet, Income & Expenditure Account and Receipts & Payments Account dealt with by this
report have been drawn up in the format prescribed by the Government of India, Ministry of Finance.

A.1.1.1 The Council reflected an amount of Rs. 5,10,832/- under Suspense Account in the above head. However,
this amount in actual is un-reconciled inspection fee received in Bank pertaining for the period 2016 to 2021
which is not refundable. Thus, reflection of this amount under Current Liability is incorrect. This has resulted in
over statement of Current Liabilities and Bank Balances by Rs. 5.11 lakh.

General

B.1 Investment of Rs. 1.82 crore pertaining to the General Provident Fund was not in accordance with pattern prescribed

by the Ministry of Finance vide notification No. F.No. 11/04/2013-PR dated 02.03.2015.

B.2 In Schedule 11 (Current Assets, Loans and Advances etc.), outstanding inspection fees amounting to Rs. 3.31

lakh and penalty charges amounting to Rs. 0.57 lakh remained un-reconciled since 2013-14 and 2009-10 respectively
as on 31.03.2021. These needed to be reconciled/ adjusted.

The Council had received Grants-in-Aid of Rs. 4.90 crore during 2020-21. The Council had an unspent balance
of Rs. 10.46 crore as on 31.03.2020. The Council had generated Rs. 3.12 crore from its own resources. Out of
available amount of Rs. 18.48 crore, the Council utilize a sum of Rs. 6.18 crore leaving unspent balance of Rs.
12.30 crore as on 31.03.2021.

Deficiencies which have not been included in the audit report have been brought to the notice of the Council’s
management through a management letter issued separately for remedial/corrective action.

v. Subject to our observations in the preceding paragraphs, we report that the Balance Sheet, Income & Expenditure

We have audited the attached Balance Sheet of Central Council of Homoeopathy (Council), (now National
Commission for Homoeopathy, w.e.f. 5% July, 2021), at 31 March 2021, the Income & Expenditure Account and
Receipts & Payments Account for the year ended on that date under Section 20(1) of the Comptroller & Auditor
General’s (Duties, Powers & Conditions of Services) Act, 1971.

The Council had received Grants-in-Aid of Rs. 4.90 crore during 2020-21. The Council had an unspent balance
of Rs. 10.46 crore as on 31.03.2020.
